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— e Housed in
First Presbyterian Church, Little Lambs has
this vision: “Little Lambs believes that a criti-
cal ingredient in our community’s ability to
thrive and grow is a culture in which every in-
fant is guaranteed the opportunity to grow up
in a safe and healthy environment.” Its mis-
sionisto “...encourage positive parental acts
that will increase the physical and mental de-
velopment, health, and safety, of at-risk in-
fants and young children.” There are no fi-
nancial restrictions for using Little Lambs’ ser-
vices—if you have a baby, you qualify. Ba-
bies don’t come with a set of instructions, so
Little Lambs partners with many other organi-
zations to encourage parents to attend par-
enting classes, get proper prenatal and neo-
natal care, and use appropriate safety meas-
ures and equipment. Itis in effect a social
service organization encouraging parental
education, although it does not provide the
education directly. Parents who attend rec-
ommended classes, see a doctor, etc. earn

vouchers that can be used to “purchase” the
items in the Little Lambs store. Money does
not exchange hands—vouchers are the only
currency accepted. The store is also located
at First Presbyterian and is open Wednesdays
3-5 p.m. and Saturdays 10-noon. Donations
of gently used clothes are accepted, but
equipment/supplies must be new. A diaper
drive organized around Mother’s Day and a
Change for the Future (filling baby bottles with
change) are two of its fundraising efforts.
Children from birth to age 7 are served by Lit-
tle Lambs.

We sold 3591 plants. This compares with 3938 plants in 2008. But, the price increase
helped us net more this year: $19,900, as compared to $16,838 in 2008.

56% of all sales (2024 plants) were sold at the $12 price, with 44% (1567 plants) were
sold at the $10 price, available only to orders of 30 or more plants from one buyer.
